Priscilla G. Grew, the 18th Ian Campbell 
medalist, is a Renaissance woman, who serves the 
geoscience profession in remarkably diverse 
ways. Like Ian Campbell, she moved readily from 
academic teaching and research into such admin­
istrative responsibilities as Director of the Cali­
fornia Department ofconservation, which super­
vised the State Geologist. In these jobs, which 
she calls "non-rock geology", she remembers 
seeking advice from Ian Campbell, who had him­
self been State Geologistfrom 1959 to 1969. 
Later Priscilla became director of the Minnesota 
Geological Survey, Vice Chancellor for Research 
and Professor at the University ofNebraska. She 
has served graciously and effectively on innumer­
able advisory committees for government agen­
cies, several universities, and an estimated I2 
committees of the National Academy ofSciences. 

How did all this come about? 
Priscilla recalls a childhood interest stimu­
lated by a visit to the famous fossil leaf lo­
cality at Florissant, Colorado. At Bryn 
Mawr, she found out that people could ac­
tually make a career and not just a vaca­
tion out offossils and hard rocks. She went 
on to get a Ph.D. at Berkeley, where she 
worked with Bill Fyfe and Frank Turner on 
the enigmatic lawsonite-containing 
"knockers" in the Franciscan Formation. 
Priscilla met Ed Grew, her partner in this 
adventurous life, on the grounds ofa con­
vent! At this point, one's imagination could 
run wild, but in truth Ed, who was then at 
Harvard, was attempting to blast for rock 
samples on the convent grounds and 
Priscilla, who was teaching at Boston Col­
lege, was coincidentally looking for fossils 
at the same locality.
